And while we are, as | may call it, Scouring our Planet, by clearing America of Woods, and so making this Side
of our Globe reflect a brighter Light to the Eyes of Inhabitants in Mars or Venus, why should we in the Sight of Superior Beings,
darken its People? why increase the Sons of Africa, by Planting them in America, where we have so fair an Opportunity, by
excluding all Blacks and Tawneys, of increasing the lovely White and Red? But perhaps | am partial to the Complexion of my
Country, for such Kind of Partiality is natural to Mankind.
