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President’s Message
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The East Asia Institute celebrated its
20th anniversary in 2022.
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While there are numerous research institutes across the world,
the majority of them are single-person research institutions,
possessing little to no substantial operations. Such bodies tend
to be either government-funded research institutions, research
institutes under large corporations, or research institutes formed
by large corporation owners. Regardless of their origin, most
of them are largely handicapped in their freedom of intellectual

movement because of their owners’ influence.

The East Asia Institute, in contrast, is a financially and politically
independent think tank. Supported by the general subsidies
received from businessmen, doctors, and legal professionals.
To be sure, there were temptations, however, EAl has remained
dedicated to pursuing its trajectory to "think" autonomously
while being financially independent. Amid these pressing,
though ultimately ineffective, outside influences, it is not an
exaggeration to claim that the institution stood at the heart of the

independence movement for 20 years.

EAI's decision to retain its intellectual freedom has seen it thrive
and produce outstanding accomplishments. In 2012, it was
ranked 65th among the world's think tanks, only ten years after its
inception. In 2022, it was ranked 67th globally and 42nd among
non—-governmental think tanks around the world. Considering that
the number of internationally recognized think tanks has risen
from 6,500 to 11,100, it is a remarkable achievement that EAI
has maintained its place in the top 60s for ten years. In Korea, it
is the top think tank studying foreign policy and security issues.

The institute operates four websites and is involved in numerous

domestic and international projects.

To commemorate its 20th anniversary, EAl has expanded its
appearance by building a new residence, thanks to the generosity
of the donors and the continuous support of scholars. As such,
the Institute has relocated itself from a rented house in Euljiro
Alley Commercial District, now ending the Euljiro period, and has

begun the “Sajik-dong Era” at the Dojeonggung Palace site.

Companies often launch a new endeavor after surviving for
20 years, as if setting up a new business. EAl has also been
preparing its own new leap forward, with the thought of
‘restarting’ this year by looking straight ahead to the next 30
years, leaving its impressive accomplishments of the previous 20
years behind, though not forgotten. By enhancing our position as
a "Think Tanks” Think Tank," we are examining the subjects and
research themes of the age that EAIl will engage and disseminate
throughout our society, Asia, and the world over for the next 30

years.

South Korea's national power is considered among the top
ten in the world, both militarily and economically. It has a
technologically advanced market, and in terms of popular culture,
it is both a nominal and actual cultural powerhouse. Given these
realities, shouldn't there be at least one of the world's top ten
think tanks located in Korea researching security, foreign affairs,
and governance? EAI will strive tirelessly to accomplish this
aspiration.

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The second part of the event was comprised of messages from foreign dignitaries to congratulate
EAl on the occasion. Richard Haass, President of the Council of Foreign Relations hailed EAl's critical
contribution to global affairs by remarking, “if an institution like EAl did not already exist, we would need
to invent it.”

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Joint Research on
Korea-U.S.-China Strategy
to Address Nuclear Crises
in the 21st Century
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EAI launched a joint research project on March 14, to suggest ways to prevent the intensification of
strategic competition between the U.S. and China from falling into the path of military confrontation,
increasing the possibility of a nuclear crisis and subsequent human co-destruction. If China rapidly
increases its nuclear power and the U.S. continues to strengthen its ability to strike China's surveillance,
reconnaissance, and command and control facilities, the Indo—Pacific’s present state of low=intensity
conflict will likely escalate into an accidental or inadvertent nuclear war around 2030. With such a
catastrophic outcome of the U.S.-China nuclear competition in mind, EAI is working with the Belfer
Center for Science and International Affairs at the Harvard Kennedy School, Peking University (PKU),
and Grandview Institution (GVI) to find ways to best manage potential crises at geopolitical flashpoints
in the region, including Taiwan, North Korea, and the South and East China Sea. In the first half of 2023,
a conference will be held in Seoul, where experts from South Korea, the U.S., and China, will gather to

announce their research findings.

EAI-PKU/GVI Online Seminar
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EAl research team on U.S.— China nuclear crisis initiated an online seminar on September 1, with nuclear
experts from Peking University and the Grand View Institution. Along with the discussion on nuclear
proliferation in East Asia and strategic competition between the U.S. and China, participants exchanged

their views regarding the denuclearization of North Korea and strategic stability in the Korean Peninsula.
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Since March, EAl's research team on the U.S.-China nuclear crisis conducted monthly research
meetings and studied how the U.S.-China strategic competition could lead to military clashes in the

future, taking into account the impact of this year's most significant developments, including the

Russian—-Ukrainian war in February, the radicalization of North Korea's nuclear doctrine in April, and U.S.
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi's visit to Taiwan in August. The research team focused on issues including
but not limited to the increase in instability between the U.S. and China due to vertical proliferation;
the Taiwan crisis and the possibility of a U.S.-China conflict; the integrated deterrence of the U.S. and
the possible use of limited nuclear weapons against North Korea; the development of nuclear policy in
North Korea and the crisis on the Korean Peninsula; the arms buildup of Japan and China’s respective
opposition; a weakening nonproliferation regime and the increased chance of nuclear terror; and
possible scenarios of conflict and cooperation between Washington and Beijing. The research results

were published as a series of special reports.

In 2022, a total of 20 interviews were conducted and published after obtaining valuable insights from
former and current ministers, and top North Korean experts at home and abroad. It presented a timely
analysis of various issues related to North Korea, including the prospects for inter-Korean and North
Korea—-U.S. relations in 2022, the Yoon Suk-yeol government’s policy towards the Korean Peninsula
following Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, North Korea's cyber strategy and the ROK-U.S. response to the
North's radical nuclear doctrine.

Amid continuing ballistic missile launches, aerial armed protests, and coastal artillery threats in
2020, North Korea promulgated a “Law on Nuclear Forces” that specified its possession of nuclear
weapons and its updated operation plan.

EAl and Genron NPO conducted the 10th Joint Korea—Japan Public Opinion Survey from July to
August 2022. On September 1, the survey’s major findings were announced to domestic and foreign
press and media via a hybrid conference connecting Seoul and Tokyo. The results displayed a marked
convergence of opinions among South Korean and Japanese citizens’ threat perception towards China
and an improvement in their bilateral relations. It was also confirmed that Korean and Japanese images
of each country depend on the image of each other’s respective leaders. The survey found that younger
generations and groups that have consumed relatively more of the other country’s culture tended to

display a higher affinity towards the other country. The survey results were disseminated through both

countries’ media, raising the prospect of repairing bilateral relations.

EAl organized a special issue briefing series to comprehensively view the Russo—-Ukrainian war, that
broke out in February 2022, from the perspective of interested parties, including the U.S., Russia,
and Ukraine. The briefing also discussed the direction that South Korea's foreign and security policy
should take in light of the conflict and its implications for the rest of East Asia. In the three reports, the
authors analyzed the Russia—Ukraine war from various angles in terms of the failure of U.S. deterrence
against Russia, Russia's strategic calculations, economic security, and the energy supply chain crisis.
More broadly, the series discussed the impact of the war on the international order and the potential

challenges South Korea will face.
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Research on the Foreign
Policy Decision-making
System of the New
Government
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In formulating policy suggestions for the new government, the {Foreign Policy Decision—-making System
of the New Government) project conducted research that critically reviewed the foreign policy decision-
making apparatus of previous Korean administrations. In 2021, a total of four closed roundtable seminars
were held by those who were previously in charge of foreign and security policy decisions in each
department of the Korean government. The final report, published in March 2022, highlights the factors
that contributed to the successes and failures of past governments. The researchers recommended
establishing an organization dedicated to U.S.—China relations, forging close links between North Korean
policy and other foreign policies, building new momentum in Korea-China cooperation, a need for the
Blue House to remain on the sideline with regard to Japan policy, and revamping the control tower for

the trade sector.
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Special Report on
ROK-U.S. Summit
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Ahead of the ROK-U.S. Summit in May, EAl issued a special report regarding major policy tasks for
the Yoon Suk-yeol government. Based on an extensive review by key researchers from EAl's National
Security, China, North Korea, Trade, Technology and Transformation Centers, the report stressed that
Seoul should utilize the summit as an opportunity to maximize common values and interests based on
a strategic consensus between South Korea and the U.S. In particular, the researchers suggested that
South Korea should prepare for issues on the Indo—Pacific strategy, ROK-U.S. economic cooperation,

North Korean nuclear and missile threats, and the restoration of ROK-U.S.-Japan trilateral cooperation.

Asia. These insights helped develop our understanding of important South Korean foreign policy issues,

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EAl also made various attempts in 2022 to accommodate the changes brought about by COVID-19 and
the mediums and formats through which new generations access information. EAl coped with COVID-19
by starting with an online seminar in 2021, with various research projects conducted as virtual meetings in
2022 too, in order to overcome physical distance. In addition, more people consumed EAl's video content

as the institute implemented various forms of research publications.
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In 2022, video content was issued about twice as much as the previous year. Among them, EAI started
forming YouTube Shorts, establishing a new, effective trend in EAl's YouTube channel. Given that most of
EAI's previous content was consumed by generations aged 65 or older, it received markedly less attention
from younger generations. Tailored to the needs of younger audiences that prefer to consume news
more easily and quickly, Shorts delivered EAI content within 60 seconds, briefly summarizing the most
interesting content. Thus, EAI Shorts were considered successful in attracting the attention of younger

generations, serving as a trailer for the entire video.
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Accordingly, there was a major shift in the YouTube channel’s audience compared to the previous year.
Besides the fact that all generations are evenly distributed as an audience, it was interesting that the influx
of people aged 25-34 increased significantly, with content viewership seeing increases from students

aged 18-24, a generation that had largely not watched videos from EAI before.
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In this day and age, when video media is consumed more than text, a new {Video Commentary Series)
was established in August 2022 to give a timely analysis of significant topics in East Asia by emphasizing
the high vitality of video transmission and the benefit of rapid information distribution. As such, the

average number of views per episode for this material was 24 percent greater than for other content.
